Course number: 1690

This introductory course serves as both a fine
arts credit (required for graduation) and a
prerequisite for Advanced Theatre (Theatre II,
III, and IV), Musical Theatre, and Technical
Theatre.

Grades 10-12, 1 credit

Prerequisite: Theatre Arts I or teacher permission

Course numbers: 2:1691, 3:169M, 3GT:171M,
